The Larimer County Child Advocacy Center (LCCAC) offers two important programs in this community.   Darkness to Light's Stewards of Children is a revolutionary, research-based sexual abuse prevention-training program that educates adults to prevent, recognize, and react responsibly to the epidemic of child sexual abuse. Talking About Touching is a research based curriculum for children in Kindergarten through 3rd grade.  Through collaboration with the Poudre R-1 School District, multiple lessons are presented to children in their classrooms.  The lessons engage the children in learning safety rules about their body, identifying safe vs. unsafe touches, and practicing how to seek help if they are ever victimized.  

Statistics suggest that 1 in 4 girls and 1 in 6 boys will be sexually abused before their 18th birthdays, but it doesn’t have to happen.  Research indicates that by taking a holistic approach and educating both adults AND children about the dangers of sexual abuse, children in a given community are better protected. YOU can help lower those numbers and protect the children in this community.
