Volunteer will be responsible for answering phone, scheduling interviews, making family resource folders, ensuring photocopies are made, assist with administrative tasks, and supervising children as needed during cases.

Requirements- Complete volunteer application process, tour the center, attend an orientation meeting, and will receive training on how to appropriately supervise traumatized children. Will receive training on scheduling process.
Family Support-






Hours 3-5/week 

Hours could vary 
Volunteers will be responsible for providing emotional support, resource referral, and 

victim/family advocacy, conduct follow-up services, provide crisis counseling to non-offending caregivers, complete field notes on NCA track data system, supervise children as needed.
Requirements- Complete volunteer application process, tour of the center, attend an orientation meeting. Family Support volunteers will receive training on the forensic interview process and shadow family support advocate; must be willing to provide support and information to child abuse victims and families. Must be able to work well with others; posses good communications skills; be objective, culturally sensitive, reliable and respectful of confidentiality.
Building Maintenance- 





Hours- Varies


Volunteer will be responsible for small fixer-upper projects around the house or property. The LCCAC has many small tasks that need attention in order to keep our house comfortable and warm for our families. Small projects may include; change light bulbs, painting, cleaning windows, etc.

Hours-Varies


Volunteer would be responsible for the upkeep of the property of the LCCAC to keep our outdoor space enjoyable, family friendly, and safe for children. Tasks may include; pulling weeds, mowing the lawn, raking, gardening, and trash removal.
Requirements- Enjoy being outside 
Front Desk-







Hours- 3/week

Volunteer would be responsible for answering phones, scheduling interviews, organizing desk area and play room, sanitizing toys, replenishing snacks and drinks and supervising children as needed.
Requirements- Complete volunteer application process, tour the center, attend an orientation meeting, and will receive training on how to appropriately supervise traumatized children. Will receive training on scheduling process.
Data Entry-







Hours-3/week

Volunteer responsible for entering case files from previous years into current computerized data tracking system.
Requirements- Complete volunteer application process, tour the center, attend an orientation meeting. Will receive training on computerized data base.

Grant Writing-







Hours-Varies


Volunteer responsible for researching grant opportunities that the LCCAC could qualify for. In addition, the volunteer will be responsible for composing grant applications, and gathering other necessary documents. Volunteer will be responsible for reviewing grant opportunities and applications with the Executive Director before submission. Volunteer will be able to work outside of the center.


Requirements-



Must have grant writing and research experience. Complete volunteer application process, tour the center, and attend an orientation meeting to gain adequate knowledge about the Larimer County Child Advocacy Center.
